1) How long have you been doing Child Education? 


        I have provided early care and education services to children for 14 years and have been an adult educator for 8 years.�


2) How long have you been an IAVQCC member? 


        I was one of the charter members of IAVQCC, it is very near and dear to my heart.  It helps me remember that out of adversity and strife new strengths and bonds are created.  We are all better providers and friends because of it.


3) What Board of Director positions have you had? 


        I served as IAVQCC's Internet Services Coordinator; State Child Care Advisory Council Member and Committee Chair; Iowa City Chapter of Iowa AEYC as Co-Chair; HACCPN's Vice President and Resource and Referral Specialist; and most recently was elected to serve on the IFCCA's board of directors as secretary.�


4) What advice would tell a new provider coming it to the Early Child Education Field? 


         My advice is don't start providing care unless you are willing to make a commitments to the families for the long term.  Too many children experience turn over in care givers (every 9 months is the average) and this inhibits their ability to form those attachment bonds that are so very important.  Don't over extend yourself either by working longer hours or accepting more children into your program when you know it's not a good fit.  Burn out is the number one reason providers leave the field, and find a support group of quality providers (like IAVQCC) to help you refill your loving caring spirit.


5) What type of activities you do on your own personal time? 


        I train, go to school, and advocate for Early Care and Education in my spare time.  Since my children are grown this has filled those extra hours.  I also like to read historical fiction and roller skate with my family and Patty Smith's family; our boys have kind of grown up together.  In fact, I was Patty's first official daycare client.�


6) Anything else you would like us to know about you?


        I enjoy networking with fellow providers because they get me!  They understand without me having to explain when I've had a rough day, they build me up, make me feel needed, and I feel respect from them.  It's very lonely working in isolation; my fellow providers are my lifelines.
